The Willie Clay Robinson Scholarship will be awarded only to students attending colleges or universities 

meeting generally accepted standards of accreditation from applicable state and/or federal agencies.

• Two letters of recommendation – from a teacher, counselor, and/or ministry leader

• Official High School Transcript or GED Certification

• Essay – Typed 250-500 words titled “God’s Purpose for My Life”

• Copy of your Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) EFC report

• 3.5 by 2.5 headshot photo
